* Developed an initial list of indicators based on hazard,
health, and resilience research in the Bay Area and beyond

* Discussed Initial list of indicators with ABAG planning staff
« Shared revised list of indicators with working group

« Made further revisions based on working group input

« Collected regional, high quality data for selected indicators

« Researched and chose indicator measures, thresholds and
levels of significance
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Community Indicators Outcomes

« 13 indicators selected, 10 with regionally available data

« Candidate indicators documented for possible use In
community scale assessments

« Small number were determined to not be informative of
the ability to prepared for, respond to, or recover from
earthquakes or flooding
